It is
recommended to position the ELD device visibly, ensuring
an unobstructed view of the sky, as shown in the image below.

Otherwise,
you risk ELD device interference and GPS disruption, creating problems
with the signal. Do not put an ELD device under the dashboard under

any circumstances.
